Domestic Violence
Awareness Month observed

Each year the Air Force community, along with
thecivilian community, observes Domestic Violence
Awareness Month. If you read the local newspaper,
the topic of domestic violenceisnever far away from
your thoughts. It seems as if there is a new story
every week about a local family experiencing an
incident of serious injury or death perpetrated by a
family member.

However, incidents of domestic violence don't
just happen away from Charleston Air Force Base.
The base Family Advocacy Program reports that
authorities have substantiated 226 cases of spouse
abuse among Air Force families over the past four
years. That’ san average of 57 incidentsof identified
spouse abuse per year, almost 5 new cases a month.

It's everyone's job to promote the safety of our
AirForcefamilies. Activeduty membersandcivilian
employees of the Air Force are required, by AFI 40-
301, to report incidents of suspected family maltreat-
ment to the Family Advocacy Officer. Beyond that,
each of ushasamoral obligationto help someone get
to safety when we become aware of their abuse.

The Family Advocacy Program has professional
staff members to assist families who suffer from
such abuse. Its staff is committed to teaching
couples life skills for successfully coping with the
frustrations of family life, without endangering the
health of themselves and their children.
