The437Wing Safety Officerequiresthat all
visitorstothe Air Expo remember these basic
safety rules while enjoying the many events
and attractions:

Smoking Areasand FireControl L anes.
Theentireaircraft parkingrampisaNO SMOK -
INGarea. Additional NOSMOKINGareasand
fire control lanes will be designated near the
aircraft parkingramp. If necessary, individuals
will beescorted off theflight linetothedesig-
nated smoking areas.

Spectatorswill not
be allowed to use maintenance equipment,
vehicles, portablefacilities, roofsof buildings,
exterior aircraft surfacesor anything elsethat
is considered unsafe for a viewing stand.

Pets. Petsareprohibited ontheflight line.
Exceptions. Dogsfor thedisabledareallowed.

TrippingHazrds. Beaertfor power cords,
aircraft grounding wires, and uneven pave-
ment. Their will beplenty of activity intheair
aboveyou, but remember to look down when
youwalk.

Thunder stormsand L ightning. If thunder-
stormsdevel op near thelocal area, beprepared
toevacuatetheaircraft parking rampif anoti-
ficationisgiventodoso.
